1/2 Ccustard powder

4 crushed Weet-Bix

1259 margarine

1/2 Csugar

1/3 Cmilk

1tsp vanilla essence

Beat margarine and sugar together, until pale and
creamy. Mix inmilk and vanilla essence. Fold the
flour, custard powder and Weet-Bix into the
mixture. Make dough into a ball, wrapin

plastic wrap. Refrigerate for 30mins. Preheat 1‘
oven to 170°C. Line two trays with baking

paper. Place dough between 2 sheets of

baking paper. Roll to 3-4mm thick. Cut

into Christmas shapes, place on oven tray.

Bake at 170°C for 8-12mins. Makes 50.
